Masculine and feminine forms

RED — rouge (roozh) BLUE — bleu / bleue (bluh)

GREEN — vert / verte (vair / vairt) YELLOW — jaune (zhone)

BLACK — noir / noire (nwahr) WHITE — blanc / blanche (blon / blonsh)

ORANGE — orange (oh-ronzh) — same for
both

PINK — rose (rohz) — same for both

PURPLE — violet / violette (vee-oh-lay /
vee-oh-let)

BROWN — marron (mah-ron) — same for
both

Add an 'e' to make most colours feminine.
Some colours don't change.

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Quel âge as-tu? (kel-ahzh ah-too) — How old
are you?

J'ai dix ans. (zhay dees ahn) — I am 10
years old.

Quelle est ta couleur préférée? — What is
your favourite colour?

Ma couleur préférée est le bleu. — My
favourite colour is blue.

Le ballon est rouge. — The ball is red. La voiture est rouge. — The car is red.

REMEMBER: in French, the colour usually
goes AFTER the noun (un livre vert = a green
book).
