About these templates

A nature journal is the single most powerful habit in outdoor learning. The act of drawing and
writing about something seen forces a child to actually look at it — for 5 minutes, 10 minutes,
sometimes 30. That kind of attention is increasingly rare. Don't make it too precious. The point is
the looking, not the artwork. Children should NOT erase. NOT redraw. The 'wrong' first draft is
the most accurate record. Pick the template that matches the session. Print 30 copies, take a
stack outside on a clipboard, hand them out.
