Two color groups

1 Warm colors

Reds, oranges, yellows. They suggest warmth, energy, sunlight, fire.

Example: A sunset, a campfire.

2 Cool colors

Blues, greens, purples. They suggest coolness, calm, water, sky.

Example: An ocean, a forest in mist.
